Shel | eggbroken totaled 141 million dozen during November
2003, down 6 percent from November a year ago.

November 2003 contained 20 weekdays including 2 holidays, and
five Saturdays, compared to 21 weekdays, 2 holidays and five Saturdays
in November 2002.

During calendar year 2003, shell eggs broken totaled 1.67 billion
dozen, down 4 percent from the 1.73 billion dozen broken in 2002.
