Trade sentiment on tom bulk parts was steady to firm on fresh drums and frozen was steady to fully steady, necks firm and wings steady
to instances weak mostly steady to barely steady. Demand good on tom necks, fair to good on drums, wings light to fair. Offerings of
necks were short of buyers’ needs, fresh tom drums tight and frozen tom drums tight to instances adequate with lighter sizes the most
available. Offerings of tom wings were uneven with some noting increased further processed interest on full-cuts while others note
adequate to ample offers of 2-joint wings. Trading light on all items. Fine grind ground turkey 4-10 Ib. -85% 75 cents delivered domestic.
