The market was very active into export channels with activity centered on 30+ loads of fresh tom drums at 31-33 mostly 31 cents delivered during
the month of July and on a heavy volume of Grade A fresh hocklock Al tested 10-16 Ib. WOGs at 79 delivered August, 80 delivered September and
81 cents delivered October. Export trading was slow to moderater on the balance of items. Domestic demand was light to fair with trading
centered on fresh -20% mechanically separated turkey at steady to lower trending prices and on fresh tom breast meat at fully steady price levels.
For domestic (fresh): scapula 104-108, breast trim 115-121 mostly 117 cents delivered. Fresh thigh meat traded at 72-78 cents delivered export.
