Demand into all channels improved over previous trade period,
mostly moderate. Weather interruptions had curtailed and road conditions were greatly improved, although flooding remained a concern in
Ohio and Indiana. Floor stocks were in close balance to adequate. Parts trade was centered on wings and breast cuts with activity on dark
meat and leg quarters moderate. Wings and breast supplies were limited, dark meat in close balance and leg quarters were available. The
market tone was steady to firm on wings, breast items and dark meat, and steady on leg quarters.
