The undertone on fresh and frozen tom breast meat and frozen destrapped tenders was barely steady to weak. Fresh destrapped tenders
and whole tenders remain steady. Offerings were adequate. Demand was seasonally light. Export trading was slow. Inquiry was mixed.
Buyers and sellers taking a wait and see attitude towards the market.

The market tone on tom breast meat was steady to instances weak, however, seller resistance was starting to be noted on the lower trending
fresh prices. Demand very light to light for domestic and export. Offerings adequate to instances burdensome due in part to better than
anticipated growing conditions in some parts of the country. The destrapped tenderloin market was steady to barely steady due in part from
pressure from the breast meat market. Demand light for the adequate to ample offerings. The market tone on breast trim was steady to fully
steady. Demand light to moderate with offerings light to short of buyers’ needs. The market tone on the balance of white meat was steady to barely
steady for the very light to light buyer interest. Offerings available. Trading moderate on dark meat into export channels and on bone-in and
boneless-skinless white meat for domestic shipments, balance slow. For domestic: plant grade basted 20-24 lb. breasts 132, livers 21 (pet
foods), fresh scapula 122 cents delivered. For: export: tom necks 21, fresh thigh meat 92 cents delivered.
