DOMESTIC MARKET HIGHLIGHTS
The market tone was steady to instances fully steady on 8-16 lb. hens and 16-24 lb. toms. No trading was reported.
Offerings was moderate. Demand was generally slow for immediate shipments and light to moderate for deferred
shipments. Bulk parts and bulk meats activity was light to start the week. Demand was mixed.

EXPORT MARKET HIGHLIGHTS
Trading centered on heavy volume of tom v-type wings with the balance of reported items slow. Demand was light to
moderate. Supplies were adequate.
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NATIONAL YOUNG TURKEY PARTS AND BULK MEAT, FROZEN (UNLESS SPECIFIED), CENTS PER LB., DELIVERED FIRST RECEIVERS,
PART AND FULL TRUCKLOTS AS OF 07 MARCH 2005.
The market tone on tom drums was at least steady, tom necks steady, tom wings barely steady to weak with 2-joint wings in the softest
position. Demand light to moderate. Offerings of tom drums light and tom necks adequate. Tom wing supplies were adequate to instances
burdensome, however, the increased export interest on tom 2-joint wings at the lower trending price levels has created better balanced
inventories for some processors resulting in less discounting. Trading moderate on fresh tom breast meat for domestic shipments and on
tom 2-joint wings for export, balance slow.
