Food service movement was moderate
and best into fast food. Floor stocks were mixed; weights desirable. Parts trade was limited to as needed basis, which varied. Offerings of
dark meat cuts were light on higher asking prices; wings and tenders were moderate with remaining breast cuts moderate to at times heavy
and discounted. The market tone was firm on dark meat, fully steady on tenderloins, and cautiously steady on the balance.
