NATIONAL BROILER MARKET-AT-A-GLANCE
Trade sentiment for mid-week was mostly steady. Demand was mixed, best for retail ads and fast food promotions, with
optimism noted due to upcoming first of the month and Mother’s Day. Supplies of all sizes were more than sufficient to easily
handle trade needs. In the parts structure, trading was light to fairly good. Dark meat was well balanced to tight and remained
in the strongest position. Breast items were adequate to fully sufficient with some discounting reported to help movement, and
wings were available. In production areas, live supplies were moderate. Weights were mixed, but mostly desirable.

SOUTHERN  Trade sentiment was mostly steady. Retail and food
service demand was fair to moderate with supplies of all sizes usu-
ally sufficient for trade needs. In the parts structure, movement was
light to moderate. Dark meat was balanced to well cleared and con-
tinued to move well. Breast items were at least adequate with bone-
less skinless often discounted to help move, and wings were avail-
able. In production areas, live supplies were moderate. Weights were
desirable to light, but mostly desirable.

WESTERN  The market tone was about steady. Offerings of light-
weight whole body product in fairly good balance and heavy weights
at least adequate for trade needs. Retailer demand was light to mod-
erate best where features in progress particularly on parts. Floor stocks
adequate. The market tone was steady to fully steady on parts with
dark meat in the strongest position.
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Broiler Eggs Set In 19 Selected States Up Slightly
Commercial hatcheries in the 19-State weekly program set 214
million eggs in incubators during the week ending April 23, 2005.
This was up slightly from the eggs set the corresponding week a
year earlier. Average hatchability for chicks hatched during the week
was 84 percent. Average hatchability is calculated by dividing chicks
hatched during the week by eggs set three weeks earlier.

Broiler Chicks Placed Up 1 Percent
Broiler growers in the 19-State weekly program placed 175 million
chicks for meat production during the week ending April 23, 2005.
Placements were up 1 percent from the comparable week a year
earlier. Cumulative placements from January 2, 2005 through April
23, 2005 were 2.80 billion, up 3 percent from the same period a
year earlier.

WEEKLY FRYERS AVAILABLE FOR MARKETING Based on the
preliminary chick placements, the number of fryers available for
marketing during the week ending 04-Jun-05 is estimated at 162.2
million head. This compares to 162.6 million head the previous week
and to 163.1 million head the same week a year ago, when the
slaughter was 144.6 million head and the composite weighted average
price was 81.84 cents per pound.

MIDWEST  Whole broiler/fryer market tone was steady. Additional offers
were adequate to limited for trade needs. Movement covered the full
range into retail and food service channels with the Chicago and St.
Louis areas reporting best movement overall. Anticipation of better
days ahead was common feeling as first of month and Mother’s Day
holiday approach. Floor stocks were adequate; weights desirable.
Parts interest continued good for leg items, with remaining parts
available and providing mixed interest based on discounts garnered.
The market tone was fully steady to firm on dark meat lines and
steady to weak on all other parts.
