NORTHEAST REGION Trucklot buying activity on ready-to-cook
whole broiler/fryers was light and unaggressive during midweek
trading as dealers were cautious and limited orders to most imme-
diate needs. Offerings of all sizes ranged adequate to available and
competitively priced in some instances. Retail and distributive move-
ment was limited. The market tone was barely steady to weak. In
the parts complex, boneless skinless breasts were ample and slow
to clear; bone-in breasts were fully sufficient. Dark meat cuts were
readily available and often discounted to stimulate additional inter-
est. Wings were generally sufficient.

MIDWEST REGION Whole broiler/fryer trade sentiment continued
about steady to weak. Trade interest was lackluster and generally
focused on turkey and other holiday items procurement and delivery.
Movement was irregular and covered the full range; mostly light to
moderate overall. Floor stocks were in balance to at times long.
Weights mostly desirable. Demand in the parts complex was
showing little activity as buyers wait for further market developments
and renewed consumer traffic. The market tone was steady to weak
on wings, barely steady to weak on all other parts.
