MIDWEST Preliminary majority prices for next week’s deliveries into the Chicago area were unchanged from Monday'’s final. Whole broiler/
fryer market tone was steady. Offerings were light, but sufficient for trade needs. Fill-in trade noted into the Ohio area; sized 2 1/2 pound wogs
at 63 cents and 3 up wogs at 49 cents. Retail movement was mixed, light to good, best into central city stores. Food service trade was fair to
fairly good; bestinto fast food, sports bars, and some catering. Floor stocks were held in close balance for the most part; weights desirable.
Parts trade was quiet and many buyers and sellers had departed for Christmas holiday. Supplies of wings were tight to short and wanted,;
all other parts were fully available and slow to clear. The market tone was fully steady to firm on wings; steady to fully steady on boneless dark
meat; about steady, instances weak on breast cuts; and barely steady to weak on bone- in dark meat cuts.
