WESTERN REGION  The market tone was about steady. Offerings
were in fairly good balance on smaller sized product and generally
adequate on heavier weights. Retailer demand was moderate to
fairly good best to cover feature activities. Floor stocks were adequate.
Parts were fully steady to firm.
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BROILER-TYPE EGGS SET IN 19 SELECTED STATES
DOWN 1 PERCENT

Commercial hatcheries in the 19-State weekly program set 214
million eggs in incubators during the week ending May 13, 2006.
This was down 1 percent from the eggs set the corresponding
week a year earlier.  Average hatchability for chicks hatched during
the week was 83 percent.  Average hatchability is calculated by
dividing chicks hatched during the week by eggs set three weeks
earlier.

WEEKLY FRYERS AVAILABLE FOR MARKETING Based on the
preliminary chick placements, the number of fryers available for
marketing during the week ending 24-Jun-06 is estimated at 161.3
million head. This compares to 162.5 million head the previous week
and to 167.6 million head the same week a year ago, when the
slaughter was 173.2 million head and the composite weighted
average price was 71.72 cents per pound.

MIDWEST REGION  Whole broiler/fryer trade sentiment was steady
to firm. Trade interest was mixed and selective on adequate offerings.
Demand was lackluster into all channels; moderate at best. Floor
stocks were adequate to long; weights mostly desirable. Parts trade
was fairly active on limited offerings; best call noted on leg quarters
and boneless/skinless breasts, especially out-front for Memorial
Day weekend. The market tone was fully steady to firm on all parts,
except wings were steady.

SOUTHERN REGION   Trade sentiment was fully steady to firm. De-
mand was fair to moderate with active trading. Supplies of all sizes
were usually sufficient to closely cleared for trade needs. In the
parts structure, movement was moderate to good. Wings were avail-
able, but the remaining items were no more than adequate to tight
and clearing well. In production areas, live supplies were moderate
at mostly desirable weights.

BROILER CHICKS PLACED
DOWN 2 PERCENT

Broiler growers in the 19-State weekly program placed 174 million
chicks for meat production during the week ending May 13, 2006.
Placements were down 2 percent from the comparable week a
year earlier. Cumulative placements from January 1, 2006 through
May 13, 2006 were 3.32 billion, down 1 percent from the same
period a year earlier.

 Trade sentiment was mixed, ranging steady to firm. Retail and food service demand was irregular with some locations fair to
good, but others were light with little optimism until closer to Memorial Day weekend. Supplies of all sizes were adequate to
close balanced for trade needs. In the parts structure, movement was fair to good. Breast items were in good supply to tight,
dark meat was sufficient to well cleared, and wings were readily available. In production areas, live supplies were moderate
at mostly desirable weights.
