Most processors continue to work on producing bagged birds for both fresh
and frozen shipments. Offerings of whole birds are adequate. Trading on bulk meat and parts was slow to moderate.
Supplies of parts and meats are mixed, mostly adequate.

The market tone on white meat was steady at best. Demand light to moderate with most of the interest centered on contracts for 2007.
Interest for current shipments was mixed with most activity on needs for the upcoming holiday. Offerings of tom breast meat mostly
adequate, destrapped tenderloins at least adequate, wing meat with skin adequate to fully adequate, balance adequate to ample. The
market tone on consumer sized rib breasts was at least steady. The market tone institutional sized rib breasts showed signs of increased
unsettledness with a trade sentiment ranging from barely steady to fully steady. Offerings of 4-8 Ib. breasts spotty, institutional sized rib
breasts light to fully adequate. Trading slow to moderate with activity centered on tom drums at lower trending prices for domestic and on

tom 2-joint wings for export.

The market tone on tom drums was steady with some increased strength noted on fresh for current shipments and on frozen for select export
destinations, tom necks steady to barely steady, tom 2-joint wings steady to barely steady and tom full-cut wings barely steady to instances
weak. Demand moderate to good on fresh tom drum with frozen ranging light to moderate, tom necks light to moderate, tom wings light with
best interest noted into export channels. Offerings of tom drums mostly light to adequate, tom necks adequate to fully adequate, tom 2-joint
wings adequate to instances ample and tom full-cut wings and adequate to instances burdensome. Trading slow to moderate with tom bulk
parts the most active. For domestic: fresh destrapped tenderloins 190 cents delivered January- December,2007, yearling hen drums 31,
fresh tom necks 31, fresh scapula 105, plant grade non-basted 8-10 Ib. breasts 125 cents delivered. For export: hen drums 36.50 cents
delivered.
