Trade sentiment was steady to fully steady in the West, and steady elsewhere. Retail and food service demand was light to moderate at best
with interest focused on other meat items as the holiday approaches. Supplies of all sizes were more than sufficient to handle limited trade
needs. Floor stocks were balanced to long. Plant operations were mixed with some plants down for Good Friday, and others running lighter
schedules to match interest. In the parts structure, movement was light to moderate. Breast items were adequate, but barely adequate to short
for boneless skinless and tenders. Wings were sufficient and moving, and dark meat was in balance. In production areas, live supplies were

moderate. Weights were mixed, but mostly desirable.

GEORGIA F.0.B. DOCK PRICES The Georgia f.0.b. dock quoted price
on broilers/fryers for next week’s trading advanced .50 cents to 77.50
cents based on full truck load lots of ice-packed USDA grade “A”
sized 2 1/2 to 3 pound birds.

SOUTHERN REGION Trade sentiment was mostly steady. Demand
into all channels was mostly light to fair with interest more focused
on other meat items as Easter approaches. Supplies of all sizes
were usually sufficient to handle trade needs. Processing for this
week was mixed with many plants either down for Good Friday, or
running lighter schedules to match interest. In the parts structure,
movement was fair to moderate. Breast items were sufficient with
tenders and boneless skinless in the tightest position held with
confidence. Wings were adequate and moving satisfactorily, and
dark meat was in balance. In production areas, live supplies were
moderate at mostly desirable weights.

NORTHEAST REGION Trucklot buying activity on ready-to-cook whole
broiler/fryers was only fair for midweek business. Offerings were
light to fully adequate with heavier sizes in the longest position.
Retail and distributive movement was light. The market tone was
generally steady. In the parts complex, boneless skinless breasts
and tenderloins were well cleared to short and other items were
usually adequate for requirements.

MIDWEST REGION Whole broiler/fryer market tone continued steady.
Trade interest and offerings were limited. Retail and food service
movement continued to focus on other holiday proteins, with light to
moderate demand noted on chicken. Best activity was into food
service for eight piece cut-up fryers and fast food. Floor stocks were
adequate to long; weights desirable to heavy. Parts supplies were
in balance for light to moderate trade inquiry. The market tone was
steady for the most part with undertone fully steady to firm on
boneless/skinless breast and barely steady to weak on wings and
bone-in breast.

WESTERN REGION Trade sentiments were generally steady to fully
steady. Offerings were fully adequate for immediate needs. Buying
activity remained light as buyers’ watched market developments.
Retailer demand was light to moderate with best interest on parts.
Floor stocks remained at least adequate. The market tone for parts
was fully steady to firm on white meat items and about steady on
dark meat.

BROILER-TYPE EGGS SETIN 19 SELECTED STATES
UP 1 PERCENT

Commercial hatcheries in the 19-State weekly program set 215 million
eggs in incubators during the week ending March 31, 2007. This was
up 1 percent from the eggs set the corresponding week a year earlier.
Average hatchability for chicks hatched during the week was 83 per-
cent. Average hatchability is calculated by dividing chicks hatched dur-
ing the week by eggs set three weeks earlier.

BROILER CHICKS PLACED
DOWN 1 PERCENT

Broiler growers in the 19-State weekly program placed 176 million chicks
for meat production during the week ending March 31, 2007. Place-
ments were down 1 percent from the comparable week a year earlier.
Cumulative placements from December 31, 2006 through March 31,
2007 were 2.25 hillion, down 1 percent from the same period a year
earlier.
