The market tone on tom drums was mostly steady, balance steady to fully steady. Tom bulk parts demand light to instances moderate, best
on tom wings. Offerings of tom drums short to at least adequate with frozen held with the most confidence. Tom wing and neck offerings
short to light and held with confidence. Retail feature activity for this week continued active on bone-in and rotisserie style breasts. However,
ground turkey was continuing to slow and was less active when compared to last week’s and year ago humbers. Trading slow to instances
moderate with activity centered on Grade A 4-8 Ib. breasts for deferred shipments. For domestic: tails 27, Grade A breasts - 4-8 Ib. 125 June
and 126 July, non-basted 8-10 Ib. 130, non-basted 12-16 Ib. 190, fresh scapula 117 and fresh breast trim 137 cents delivered.

The market tone on white meat was steady to firm. Demand moderate to good with offerings held with confidence. The market tone on
consumer sized rib breasts was steady to fully steady. Further processed demand moderate to instances good. Demand light to instances
moderate for the light offerings. Some processors are noting livability and weight gain issues resulting in some adverse ramifications on
production schedules. Trading slow to instances moderate with activity centered on fresh -20% mechanically separated turkey for current
shipments. For domestic: fresh breast trim 122, Grade A basted 8-10 Ib. breasts traded at 108 cents shipping point for export.
