NATIONAL BROILER MARKET AT-A-GLANCE 
 
Trade sentiment was mixed, but overall ranged steady to firm. Retail and food service demand was light to fairly good, best for active ads, 
catering businesses, and to cover needs for upcoming Mother’s Day. Supplies were sufficient to tight with heavier weights ample in the 
West. Floor stocks were balanced to long. In the parts structure, demand was fair to fairly good for mid-week trading. Dark meat items 
were well cleared to short and moving well. Breast items were sufficient with boneless skinless breasts and tenders more available. Wings 
were mixed, but obtainable. In production areas, live supplies were moderate at mostly desirable weights.

GEORGIA FOB DOCK PRICES  The Georgia f.o.b. dock quoted 
price on broilers/fryers for next week's trading advanced .25 cents 
to 79.25 cents based on full truck load lots of ice-packed USDA 
grade "A" sized 2 1/2 to 3 pound birds. This compares to 67.75 
cents last year on May 10, 2006.

SOUTHERN REGION Trade sentiment was fully steady to firm. 
Demand into all channels was light to fairly good due to active ads 
and promotions, and in preparation for upcoming Mother’s Day 
needs. Supplies of all sizes were usually sufficient to short of 
trade requirements. In the parts structure, demand was fair to 
fairly good for mid-week trading. Dark meat was balanced to tight 
and held with confidence. Breast items were in good supply with 
tenders in the longest position, but more manageable. Wings were 
available and moving satisfactorily. In production areas, live 
supplies were moderate at mostly desirable weights.  

MIDWEST REGION  

WESTERN REGION  The market tone was fully steady. Offerings 
were in fair balance on small sized product and heavy weights 
ample, for immediate needs. Retailer demand was moderate to 
occasionally good. Floor stocks generally adequate. The market 
tone was mixed on parts.  
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NORTHEAST REGION Trucklot buying activity on ready-to-cook 
whole broiler/fryers was at least moderate to instances very good 
for mid-week trading. Offerings of all sizes were in good balance 
to tight. Retail and distributive movement was fair to moderate. 
The market tone was mostly firm. In the parts complex, breast 
items were sufficient for current needs and clearing satisfactorily. 
Drums, thighs, legs and leg quarters were well cleared and wings 
were mostly adequate. Tenders were noted as readily available.  

MIDWEST REGION Whole broiler/fryer market tone remained 
steady to firm on light to moderate offerings. Fill-in noted on mixed 
sized wogs at 76 cents and 3 up wogs at 74 cents. Retail and food 
service movement was light to fairly good, best into catering, and 
Mother's Day orders; Michigan area noted a good call into sport 
bars. Floor stocks were in close balance to long; weights 
desirable. Parts trade was best for cut-ups and split breast. 
Offerings were light to moderate; discounts continued on tenders 
and boneless/skinless breast, which along with frozen 
boneless/skinless breast were readily available. The market tone 
was steady to firm on bone-in cuts, steady to barely steady on 
boneless/skinless breasts and boneless dark meat; and steady to 
weak on wings and tenderloins.  

 
 

BROILER –TYPE EGGS SET IN 19 SELECTED STATES 
UP 3 PERCENT 

 
Commercial hatcheries in the 19-State weekly program set 218 
million eggs in incubators during the week ending May 5, 2007.  
This was up 3 percent from the eggs set the corresponding week a 
year earlier.  Average hatchability for chicks hatched during the 
week was 83 percent.  Average hatchability is calculated by dividing 
chicks hatched during the week by eggs set three weeks earlier. 
 

BROILER CHICKS PLACED 
UP 2 PERCENT 

 
Broiler growers in the 19-State weekly program placed 181 million 
chicks for meat production during the week ending May 5, 2007. 
Placements were up 2 percent from the comparable week a year 
earlier. Cumulative placements from December 31, 2006 through 
May 5, 2007 were 3.14 billion, down 1 percent from the same period 
a year earlier.

WEEKLY FRYERS AVAILABLE FOR MARKETING  Based on the 
preliminary chick placements, the number of fryers available for 
marketing during the week ending 16-Jun-07 is estimated at 166.3 
million head. This compares to 165.0 million head the previous week 
and to 166.0 million head the same week a year ago, when the 
slaughter was 165.7 million head and the composite weighted 
average price was 64.26 cents per pound.

Trucklot buying interest was moderate to fairly good for midweek trading. Supplies of breast items were adequate and clearing satisfacto-
rily. Drums, thighs, legs and leg quarters were well cleared. Wings were noted as sufficient for current needs and tenders were available.
Movement through retail and distributive channels was fair to moderate. The market tone was steady to fully steady for breast items; fully
steady to firm for most leg cuts. Tenders were barely steady to weak.

Less than trucklot asking prices were higher at
79 to 90 cents. Trade sentiment ranged fully steady to mostly firm. In
the parts complex, wings were adequate and moving satisfactorily
and tenders were reported as available. Legs, thighs, and drum-
sticks were balanced to short.
