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NATIONAL BROILER MARKET AT-A-GLANCE 

Trade sentiment was mostly steady in the major terminal markets, but trending slightly higher on local markets. Overall, demand for early 
week business and for the holiday week was seasonal and fairly good. Generally, supplies were clearing, but usually sufficient for trade 
needs. Processing schedules for this week were normal to less than normal as many plants will be down Wednesday for the holiday. In 
the parts structure, demand was moderate with some increased interest for holiday trading. Breast items were at least adequate, but well 
cleared on boneless skinless cuts. Dark meat was adequate to well cleared with leg quarters still in the best position, and wings were at 
least adequate. In production areas, live supplies were moderate. Weights were mixed, but mostly desirable.

SOUTHERN REGION Trade sentiment was at least steady.  
Retail demand was good into shipping channels.  Most plants are 
scheduled to be closed on the holiday but a few are running.  
Food service was fairly good, best where fast food promotions are 
in progress.  Supplies were usually adequate for trade needs.  In 
the parts structure, demand was mostly moderate, except for b/s 
breast which was fairly active.  Dark meat items were clearing.  In 
production areas, live supplies were moderate at mixed, but 
mostly desirable weights.        

WESTERN REGION  The market tone was mostly steady on whole 
fryers and WOGs with some spot strength noted on 2.25-2.50 lb. 
sizes. Retail demand moderate to good for the upcoming holiday 
with some dealers still uncertain about post holiday needs. Offerings 
ranging light to adequate for buyers' needs. Dealer clearances 
desirable . Trade sentiment on boneless skinless breasts at least 
steady; rib breasts steady at best; thighs and drums steady to barely 
steady. Leg quarters were noted as steady with instances of 
increased offers noted.

MIDWEST REGION The whole broiler/fryer market tone was 
steady. Offerings light to moderate, needs spotty. Retail trade 
overall was moderate to good. Food service trade was moderate 
with fast food and catering operations gathering best interest. 
Floor stocks adequate to long, weights mixed. Parts trade was 
active on boneless skinless breast, moderate on wings and leg 
quarters; and fair on the balance of parts. Trade sentiment was 
fully steady to firm on boneless skinless breasts and steady on the 
balance of items.    

NORTHEAST REGION Trucklot buying activity on ready-to-cook 
whole broiler/fryers was mostly moderate to instances good 
approaching the 4th of July holiday. Offerings of all sizes were 
sufficient for current needs.  Retail and distributive movement was 
moderate.  The market tone was generally steady.  In the parts 
complex, boneless skinless breasts were in close balance to tight; 
bone-in breasts were adequate to at least adequate for current 
needs.  Dark meat cuts were adequate to well cleared and wings 
were in better balance and clearing satisfactorily.  

GEORGIA FOB DOCK PRICES  The Georgia f.o.b. dock quoted 
price on broilers/fryers for next week's trading advanced .25 cents 
to 81.25 cents based on full truck load lots of ice-packed USDA 
grade "A" sized 2 1/2 to 3 pound birds. This compares to 69.75 
cents last year on July 5, 2006.

Commercial hatcheries in the 19-State weekly program set 211 
million eggs in incubators during the week ending June 30, 2007.  
This was up 1 percent from the eggs set the corresponding week a 
year earlier.  Average hatchability for chicks hatched during the 
week was 83 percent.  Average hatchability is calculated by dividing 
chicks hatched during the week by eggs set three weeks earlier.

Broiler growers in the 19-State weekly program placed 181 million 
chicks for meat production during the week ending June 30, 2007.  
Placements were up 3 percent from the comparable week a year 
earlier.

NORTHEAST BROILER/FRYER PARTS - Trucklot buying interest was moderate to instances fairly good as dealers anticipated decent 
movement for the July 4th holiday.

Wings were noted as in better balance and clearing satisfactorily.  Other dark meat cuts were no more than adequate.  Movement through 
retail and distributive channels was mostly moderate.  The market tone was firm for boneless skinless breast; generally steady on the 
balance of items.
