NORTHEAST REGION BROILER/FRYER Trucklot buying activity on
ready-to-cook whole broiler/fryers was light to fair as dealers assess
market conditions entering the week. Offerings of all sizes were fully
sufficient for current needs. Movement through retail and distributive
channels was fair. The market tone was steady to about steady. In the
parts complex, breast items were at least adequate to readily
available. Wings were adequate to well cleared and most dark meat
cuts were at least adequate.

SOUTHERN BROILER/FRYERS Trade sentiment was steady at best.
Retail and distributive demand following the weekend was slow to fair,
at times moderate for active ads and fast food promotions. Supplies of
all size were mostly sufficient to fully adequate. In the parts structure,
demand was light to fair for early week trading. Wings were adequate
and moving satisfactorily, and dark meat was at least adequate. Breast
items were readily available and slow to clear, particularly boneless
skinless and fronts. In production areas, live supplies were moderate
at mostly desirable weights.

WESTERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS Final majority prices were
steady. The market tone was barely steady. Trading reported on
regular commitments at unchanged prices, however new commitments
were at unchanged to lower prices. Offerings were adequate to ample,
with small whole body product in the closest position. Heavy product
was often discounted to help stimulate buyer's interest. Retailer
demand was light to fairly good best to cover promotions. Dealers
reported satisfactory to somewhat good weekend clearances. The Los
Angeles negotiated WOG average was down 2.86 to 75.56, with the
volume reported at 34 loads up 10 percent.

MIDWEST REGION BROILER/FRYERS Final majority prices were
unchanged into all markets; Ohio cities TFEWR. Whole fryer market
tone mostly barely steady to weak. Offerings available and discounted
to entice trade interest. Retail and food service demand was slow to
moderate; fast food moderate to good. Floor stocks in balance;
weights desirable. Parts trade was light with wings, drums and
tenderloins providing best call. Supplies of all parts available with
boneless/skinless breast in longest position. The market tone was
steady on wings, about steady on leg quarters, weak on boneless
skinless breasts and cautiously steady on all other parts.

DELMARVA BROILER/FRYERS Movement of ready-to-cook whole
birds was slow to moderate for early week business. Offerings were
reported as in fair balance to fully adequate for immediate trade needs.
Live supplies were moderate; weights were mostly desirable to
occasionally light. Processing schedules were moderately heavy. Less
than trucklot asking prices were unchanged at 77 to 91 cents. Trade
sentiment was at best steady with buyers very cautious. In the parts
complex, wings were adequate, but clearing. B/S breast items were
fully adequate, bone-in breast were at least adequate, dark meat cuts
were increasing in availability.
