Majority prices in the major terminal markets were unchanged in the West, but sharply lower in the East and Central region when
compared to a week earlier. Trade sentiment was still barely steady to weak. Retail and distributive demand was slow and
disappointing, but about normal into fast food channels. Supplies were reported in a better position than last week, but still fully
adequate to ample. Floor stocks were usually reported in a range of balanced to long. In the parts structure, trading was light and
selective with most buyers still limiting purchasing for immediate needs. Supplies were irregular, but where available were often

slow to clear even when competitive priced. In production areas, live supplies were moderate at desirable to heavy weights.

NORTHEAST REGION BROILER/FRYER Trucklot buying activity on
ready-to-cook whole broiler/fryers was light and unaggressive as most
dealers saw no need to extend floor stocks beyond regular
commitments. Offerings of all sizes were fully adequate to readily
available for current needs. Movement through retail and distributive
channels was light. The market tone was barely steady to weak. In the
parts complex, breast items, drums, thighs, wings and tenders were
fully adequate to readily available and slow to clear.

SOUTHERN BROILER/FRYERS Trade sentiment was unsettled and
cautious for early week business. Demand was reported as slow to fair
and not much inquiry for any additional product. Supplies were fully
adequate for full trade needs. In the parts structure, demand was slow
to occasionally moderate. However, all product remain available for
limited trade interest. In production areas, live supplies were moderate
at desirable to heavy weights.

WESTERN REGION BROILER/FRYERS Final majority prices were
unchanged. Trade sentiment was generally steady. Regular
commitments traded at generally unchanged prices; however, new
negotiations were at unchanged to lower prices. Offerings were ample.
Surplus product was slow to clear out. Smaller weights were in the
closest position. Buying activity was fair. Retailer demand was
moderate at best. Dealers reported moderate weekend clearances.
The Los Angeles negotiated WOG average was 61.76 down 2; with
the volume reported at 34 loads unchanged.

MIDWEST REGION BROILER/FRYERS All markets reported lower
final majority prices; Ohio cities TFEWR. Whole broiler/fryer market
tone was barely steady to weak. Offerings plentiful on a limited trade
call. Retail and food service demand was light to moderate overall;
occasionally fairly good demand was noted on a few retail ads, fast
food promotions and catering. Floor stocks adequate to fully adequate;
weights desirable to heavy. Parts offerings of breast cuts were ample,
moderate to heavy on wings and dark meat items. The market tone
was mostly weak on breast items, barley steady to weak on wings and
cautiously steady on all other parts.

DELMARVA BROILER/FRYERS Movement of ready-to-cook whole
birds was light to fair entering the week. Offerings were usually
reported as fully adequate to readily available for current trade needs.
Live supplies were moderate; weights were mostly desirable.
Processing schedules were mostly moderate. Less than trucklot
asking prices were 1 cent lower at 69 to 83 cents. Trade sentiment
ranged barely steady to mostly weak. In the parts complex, b/s breast
items were ample and continued to be discounted. Most dark meat
cuts and wings were fully sufficient to available and clearing slowly.
