Demand light to instances
moderate. Offerings light to mostly adequate. The market tone on tom drums was steady to instances fully steady with not everyone seeing the strength. The
market tone on tom necks was steady to barely steady, tom full-cut wings steady and tom 2-joint wings steady to fully steady. Demand on tom bulk parts
ranged from light to moderate for domestic and moderate to instances good into export channels. Offerings light to adequate and held with instances of
increased confidence. Domestic trading was moderate on fresh tom breast meat, balance slow. Export trading was active on tom 2-joint wings and tom drums,
balance slow. For domestic: fresh scapula 84, plant grade basted 20 Ib. and heavier breasts 170 cents delivered.
