Retail featuring is very active for turkey items destined for the grill as the Memorial Day holiday weekend gets underway, signaling
the start of the Summer grilling season. Retailers in the East are the most aggressive in featuring turkey with nearly half of all
sampled outlets promoting turkey. A few whole birds are featured this week, primarily in the west where split hens are a popular
grilling item. Turkey parts are offered sparingly with breast cuts more common than dark and dominated by features of marinated
tenders at higher average ad prices from last week. Ground turkey is actively featured for the holiday weekend with 93% lean
leading the way and, if for those that don't wish to make their own patties, patties and sausages are close behind. Memorial Day
is a full week earlier this year, giving the consumer more time to enjoy turkey.
