Total All Layers on 01-Jul-08 totaled 337 million, down 1% from a year ago.
Rate of lay per day for all layers on 01-Jul-08 averaged 73.3 eggs per 100 layers, up 2%
from a year ago.
Table/Commercial Egg Producing Layers on 01-Jul-08 = 278.4 million, down 1% from a year ago.
