SOUTHERN BROILER/FRYER Trade sentiment was about steady to
barely steady. Demand entering the weekend was light to fair with
limited trading. Supplies of all sizes were at least adequate to satisfy
current trade needs. In the parts structure, movement was mostly fair
for late-week trading. Breast items were adequate to available with
mixed interest. Wings were in the best position with supplies in close
balance to short. Dark meat items were sufficient. In production
areas, live supplies were moderate at mostly desirable weights.

NORTHEAST BROILER/FRYER Trucklot buying activity on ready-
to-cook whole broiler/fryers was light to fair at best entering the
weekend as most dealers remained cautious and limited orders to
most immediate needs. Offerings of all sizes were available and slow
to clear. Movement through retail and distributive channels was light.
The market tone was barely steady. In the parts complex, wings were
in good balance to well cleared. Boneless skinless breast items were
noted as slightly more available; bone-in breast and most dark meat
cuts at least sufficient for current needs.

WESTERN REGION Preliminary majority prices were unchanged
throughout the region. Early trading reported at generally unchanged
prices. Offerings were in close balance to adequate. Heavy weights
in the longest position and small sizes were held with a degree of
confidence. Retailer demand was fairly good, best where featured.
Dealers anticipated moderate weekend carryovers.

MIDWEST BOILER/FRYER Preliminary majority delivered whole
fryer prices for next week's trade into the Chicago market decreased.
Whole broiler/fryer market tone was steady to weak. Trade interest
was very light and cautious for the mixed offerings. Retail and food
service movement remained slow to moderate at best; reports of
occasional fairly good fill-in into sports bars, fast food, and catering.
