Retail demand was light to fair with hopes for improvements as first of the month
approaches. Food service demand covered the full range, best into fast food outlets, shopping locations, and holiday events.
Supplies of all sizes were usually sufficient to handle trade needs. Floor stocks were close to fully adequate. In the parts structure,
“ movement was light to fair for midweek trading. Wings were adequate to close balanced and moving well. Dark meat cuts were
adequate with boneless cuts in the closest balance. Bone-in breasts were slow to clear, boneless skinless breasts were sufficient to

instances less available, and all other breast items were readily available. In production areas, live supplies were moderate at

desirable to heavy, mostly desirable weights.

SOUTHERN REGION Trade sentiment was mostly steady. Retalil
demand was light to fair with hopes that first of the month features will
stimulate interest. Food service demand was light to instances
moderate, best into fast food channels. Supplies of all sizes were more
than sufficient to satisfy trade needs. In the parts structure, movement
was overall moderate at best. Wings were adequate to closer
balanced and moving satisfactorily. Dark meat was in balance to
available with boneless cuts in the best positions. Breast items were at
least adequate with light interest. In production areas, live supplies
were moderate at desirable to heavy weights.

NORTHEAST REGION Trucklot buying activity on ready-to-cook
whole broiler/fryers was light to moderate for midweek business.
Offerings of all sizes were fully sufficient for current needs. Retail and
distributive movement was seasonally slow. Fast food interest was
moderate. The market tone was mostly steady. In the parts complex,
bone-in breast were adequate to readily available and slow to clear.
Wings and dark meat were clearing satisfactorily. Other parts were
generally sufficient for current needs.

MIDWEST REGION Whole broiler/fryer market tone was steady.
Offerings were light to moderate and more available over prior trade
period. Retail demand remained lackluster, light to occasionally fair.
Food service movement was mixed, light to good; best call noted on 8-
piece cut-up and breast cuts into restaurants with fast food promotions
fairly active as well. Floor stocks were close to fully adequate; weights
desirable to trending heavy. Supplies of wings were limited, dark
boneless meat and small boneless/skinless breast adequate to limited;
balance of items were available. The market tone was steady to barely
steady on bone-in breasts, tenders and drums; wings and boneless
dark meat steady to firm; other items were steady.
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WESTERN REGION Trade sentiment, although mixed, was steady
overall. Offerings were in fair balance on whole body product less
than 3.5 pounds and at least adequate on heavier weights. Buying
activity was fair but cautious. Retailer demand was moderate to
good, with best interest where promotions in progress. Floor stocks
were adequate for current needs.

Broiler-Type Eggs Set In 19 Selected States

Up 4 Percent

Commercial hatcheries in the 19-State weekly program set 219
million eggs in incubators during the week ending November 24,
2007. This was up 4 percent from the eggs set the corresponding
week a year earlier. Average hatchability for chicks hatched during
the week was 83 percent. Average hatchability is calculated by
dividing chicks hatched during the week by eggs set three weeks
earlier.

Broiler Chicks Placed Up 4 Percent

Broiler growers in the 19-State weekly program placed 169 million
chicks for meat production during the week ending November 24,
2007. Placements were up 4 percent from the comparable week a
year earlier. Cumulative placements from December 31, 2006
through November 24, 2007 were 8.25 billion, up 2 percent from the
same period a year earlier.
