smaller sizes; larger sizes are steady to instances weak. Trucklot 
buying activity for ready-to-cook whole broiler fryers is light to 
moderate for midweek trading. Offerings of the three pound and 
smaller sizes are sufficient for current needs; heavier sizes are 
moderate to heavy. Trade activity is slow. In the parts complex, 
supplies of wings and most dark meat cuts are light to moderate with 
drums and thighs in the better balance. Tenders and breast cuts are 
heavy and slow to clear.  
 
 
Midwest Region Whole bird prices are steady. Offerings are 

moderate, buyer's interest is light. Demand for both retail and food 
service is light to moderate, fast food demand is moderate to good.

Commercial hatcheries in the 19 State weekly program set 207 
million eggs in incubators during the week ending May 21, 2011. 
This was down 2 percent from the eggs set the corresponding week 
a year earlier. Average hatchability for chicks hatched during the 
week was 84 percent. Average hatchability is calculated by dividing 
chicks hatched during the week by eggs set three weeks earlier.

Broiler growers in the 19 State weekly program placed 173 million 
chicks for meat production during the week ending May 21, 2011. 
Placements were up 1 percent from the comparable week a year 
earlier. Cumulative placements from January 2, 2011 through May 
21, 2011 were 3.41 billion, up 1 percent from the same period a year 
earlier.
