Northeast Region Prices are trending steady for most sizes. Trucklot
buying activity for ready-to-cook whole broiler fryers is light to
moderate during mid-week trading. Offerings of three pound and
heavier sizes are available; smaller sizes are sufficient for current
needs. Trade activity is seasonally slow to moderate. In the parts
complex, offerings of wings are light and clearing well under normal
premiums. The balance of items are moderate for current needs.

Midwest Region Whole bird prices were steady to instances weak.
Offers were light to mostly moderate with light to fair buyer interest.
Demand into retail and food service outlets was light to moderate with
fast food demand normal. Floor stocks were moderate to heavy.
Weights were mixed. Whole bird market activity was light to
moderate. Parts supplies were light to moderate with wings in the
tightest position. Prices trended firm on wings while dark meat items
and breast cuts were steady to fully steady. Parts market activity was
light to moderate and wings continued to be in strong demand.

Western Region The Wednesday Los Angeles delivered quote is 99
cents, unchanged from last week. The market on whole fryers is
steady. The WOG market is steady on under 3 Ib. sizes and steady to
instances weak on over 3 Ib. weights. WOG fill-in trading was
reported at 66 cents delivered. Offerings light to moderate with under
3 Ib. sizes held with the most confidence. Retail and foodservice
demand light to moderate. Floor stocks moderate. Weights desirable.
The market on wings is firm with higher trending offering prices
reported, b-s breasts steady with spot weakness reported,
tenderloins and bone-in breasts steady. The market on dark items is
mostly steady. Some fill-in trading was reported on 4-10 leg quarters
at 54-58 cents delivered. Demand light to moderate. Offerings of
wings very light to light and held with confidence, balance of items
light to moderately heavy, mostly light to moderate. Movement light to
moderate.

Southern Region Whole broiler/fryer prices are steady. Supplies
are moderate for trade needs. Demand is moderate with trading
usually limited to regular commitments. Market activity is mostly
moderate. In the parts structure, movement is light to moderate for
mid-week business. Prices are firm for wings, steady for all other
parts. Availability of wings is tight with good movement, and all other
items are sufficient. In production areas, live supplies are moderate
at mixed, but mostly desirable weights.

Broiler-Type Eqgs Set Down 4 Percent

Commercial hatcheries in the 19 State weekly program set 195
million eggs in incubators during the week ending December 3,
2011. This was down 4 percent from the eggs set the corresponding
week a year earlier. Average hatchability for chicks hatched during
the week was 85 percent. Average hatchability is calculated by
dividing chicks hatched during the week by eggs set three weeks
earlier.

Broiler-Type Chicks Placed Down 5 Percent

Broiler growers in the 19 State weekly program placed 160 million
chicks for meat production during the week ending December 3,
2011. Placements were down 5 percent from the comparable week
a year earlier. Cumulative placements from January 2, 2011 through
December 3, 2011 were 7.92 billion, down 3 percent from the same
period a year earlier.

Based on the preliminary chick placements, the number of fryers
available for marketing during the week ending 14-Jan-12 is
estimated at 145.9 million head. This compares to 142.3 million
head the previous week and to 155.0 million head the same week a
year ago, when the slaughter was 169.8 million head and the
composite weighted average price was 77.26 cents per pound.
