As a result, the spot marketplace saw
some cheaper trading levels, increased sales of frames, and some additions to frozen inventories. The 2014 contract season remains at the back of most minds,
while industry closely monitors market developments. Market activity is slow to moderate. Raw material supplies are moderate to heavy. Frame prices are steady

to weak with trading levels between 10-15.75 cents FOB, mostly 12-14 FOB.
