Prices Whole broiler/fryer prices are trending steady to weak. Offerings of all sizes are mostly moderate to heavy with some discounting
reported to help move product. Retail and food service demand is light to moderate entering the weekend. Floor stocks are close balanced to
heavy. Market activity is slow to moderate. In the parts structure, movement is light for end on the month business. Prices are lower for wings,
steady to weak for all other items. Supplies of wings are heavy and discounted to help. The remaining parts are at least adequate to ample and
slow to clear. Market activity for parts is slow. In production areas, live supplies are moderate at mixed but mostly desirable weights.

Breast cuts and other
items are steady to weak. Trucklot buying activity is light entering the weekend as dealers kept floor stocks in close balance with immediate needs.
Offerings of wings are ample and often discounted to clear excess product; tenders, drums and thigh meat are available and slow to clear. Breast cuts
and the balance of items are fully sufficient for current needs. Movement is slow.
